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The site is one mile east of Roll intersection Highway 47 and 283, on the north side of highway 47. There is a maintained white two story frame farm house with galvanized tin roof that nobody lives in about a half mile east of the intersection. Behind the house is a east-west running tree row (1930s dust-bow wind break). The site is north of the trees. The best way in is to drive into the oil-field site from highway 47, just west of the house, then cross a second cattle-guard on your right, make a left and drive around the tree row to about the center of the field or directly north of the house. I usually arrive around 9:am or sometimes before.
